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Basic Long-Arm Machine Course

· Rental agreement and safety rules

· Introduce the machine – pick up, top and back rollers; leveling bar, locking bar, front/rear of machine, laser light

· Threading the machine

· Winding a new bobbin

· Replacing the bobbin 
· Bringing up the thread

· Machine functions – start/stop, stitch regulated, speed, channel lock, thread cutter

· Reading the lights

· Basic stitching – rectangle and fill with S’s, C’s, loops, etc; meandering

· Practice on a practice piece and a white board 

· Preparing the quilt

· Squaring the back, taking off selvages

· Backing, batting 6-8” bigger than top each direction

· Putting on zippers

· Loading the quilt on the machine

· Floating the quilt top

· Basting the sides of the quilt

· Stabilizing the quilt

· Stitch in the ditch

· Meandering fillers

· Advancing the quilt
